NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2024

1. GENERAL INFORMATION

Apollo Tyres (Thailand) Limited (the “Company”) was registered as a limited company under the Thai Civil
and Commercial Code on 22 January 2013. The Company is principally engaged in trading and generally
carrying business of manufacturer in tyres of vehicles. The Company’s registered office is at 719 KPN Tower,
Unit A, 23 Floor, Rama 9 Road, Bangkapi, Huaykwang, Bangkok.

The Company’s major shareholder is Apollo Tyres Co-operative (U.A.), which is incorporated in the
Netherlands, by holding 99.99% of the Company’'s shares. The Company’s ultimate shareholder is
Apollo Tyres Ltd., which is incorporated in India.

2. BASIS OF FINANCIAL STATEMENTS PREPARATION

The financial statements have been officially prepared in Thai in accordance with the Accounting Act
B.E. 2543 and Thai Financial Reporting Standards for Non-Publicly Accountable Entities issued under the
Accounting Professions Act B.E. 2547. The translation of these financial statements to other language must
be in compliance with the official report in Thai.

The financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except as otherwise disclosed
specifically.

3. CHANGE IN THAI FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARDS FOR NON-PUBLICLY ACCOUNTABLE
ENTITIES

The amended Thai Financial Reporting Standard for Non-Publicly Accountable Entities is effective for the

accounting period beginning on or after 1 January 2024 has significant changes as follow.

Key changes to existing topics:

- Presentation of financial statements: a company has the option to present its statement of
comprehensive income, consolidated financial statements or interim financial reporting.

- Investments: amend the definition of investment in subsidiary and provides examples of transaction
costs.

- Property, plant and equipment: non-current assets held for sale shall be classified either as current or
non-current assets.

- Intangible assets: for an intangible asset with an indefinite useful life, the amortisation period shall not
more than ten years (previously equal to ten years). The amendment also provides factors for
determining the useful lives of intangible assets.

- Revenue: the amendments add the accounting treatments for customer loyalty programmes and
indicators for considering whether an entity is an agent or a principal.

- Effect of changes in foreign exchange rates: the amendments provide an option to apply the functional
currency concept and provide accounting treatments for translations of foreign operation.



Key additional topics:

Agriculture: a company can choose either a cost or fair value model for its accounting policy to measure
its biological assets or agricultural produce.

Derivatives: an entity can choose from the following accounting policies.

« Disclosing the contract amounts in the notes to financial statements.

e Recognising on an accrual basis

¢ Recognising using fair values, with fair value changes recorded in profit or loss.

e Applying hedge accounting

Business combinations; where the acquired asset is a business, a company has an accounting policy
choice of either (a) applying an accounting treatment similar to the asset acquisition; or (b) applying the
acquisition method in accordance with TFRS 3 (or the accounting guideline for business combinations
under common control). Where acquisition method is applied, an entity shall amortise any goodwill with
indefinite life at 20 years using the straight-line method.

Service concession arrangements: the amendment provides accounting treatment options (similar to
TFRIC 12)

The Company’s management assessed that there is no significant impact from the adoption of related

financial reporting statements.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand and highly liquid cash in banks (without restriction

for usage) that are readily convertible to cash on maturity date with insignificant risk of change in value.

Trade receivables and allowance for doubtful accounts

Trade accounts receivable are stated at the net realisable value. The Company provide allowance for
doubtful accounts for the estimated losses that may incurred in collection of receivables. The
allowances are generally based on collection experiences and analysis of debtor aging, and the
likelihood of settlement of debt, on a specific account basis.

Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Costs of inventories are determined
using the weighted average method. Cost includes all costs of purchase and other costs incurred in
bringing the inventories to their present location and condition. Net realizable value represents the
estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business less all estimated costs necessary to make
the sale.

Allowance is made, where necessary, for obsolete, slow-moving and defective inventories in arriving

Leasehold office improvement and equipment

Leasehold office improvement and equipment are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation and
allowance for diminution in value (if any). Cost is measured by the cash or cash equivalent price of
obtaining the assets and bringing to the location and condition necessary for its intended use, the costs

of dismantling and removing the items and restoring the site on which they are located.

Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method over the estimated useful lives of the assets,
based on the segregation of components of assets if each part is significant with different useful lives.
Estimated useful lives of the assets are as follows:

Leasehold office improvements 5 Years
Moulds 5 Years
Furniture and fixture 5 Years
Office equipment 3-5 Years
Vehicles 5 Years

Expenditure for additions, renewals and betterment, which result in a substantial increase in an asset
current replacement value, are capitalized. Repair and maintenance costs are recognized as expenses

when incurred.

In case permanent devaluation of leasehold office improvements and equipment has occurred, the

resultant loss on diminution in value will be recognized as an expense in the statement of income.

Intangible assets

Intangible asset is software licenses which is stated at cost, net of accumulated amortization and

provision for diminution in value, (if any).

Amortization is computed using the straight-line method over the period 5 — 10 years.

If there is an indicator that the value of an intangible asset has permanently declined, the Company

shall recognize a loss on diminution in value of an intangible asset in the statement of income.

Long-term leases

Leases of assets under which all risks and benefits of ownership are effectively retained by the lessor
are classified as operating leases. Payments made under operating leases are charged to statement
of income on a straight - line basis over the period of the lease. When an operating lease is terminated
before expiry date of the lease period, any payment required to be made to the lessor by way of penalty

is recognized as an expense in the period in which termination takes place.

Provision for warranty claim

The provision for warranty claim is estimated by the management based on past experience. The

Company recognized warranty claim in the statement of income.

Employee benefits

Short-term employee benefits
Short-term employee benefits, including salaries, wages, bonuses and contribution to the social

security as expenses when incurred.

Post-employment benefit plans

Provident fund

The Company and its employees have jointly established a provident fund under the Provident Fund
Act B.E. 2530. The fund is contributed both by the employees and the Company and is managed by
outsource fund management. The fund will be paid to the employees upon termination in accordance
with the rules of the fund.

Post-employment benefit obligation

The Company recognizes the reserve for post-employment benefit obligations for employee’s
retirement in compliance with the Thai labour law. The management calculates estimated post—
employment benefits and gradually recognizes as expense through the hiring period. Gains or losses
arising from changes in such obligations are recognised in the statements of income.

Revenue and expenses recognition

Revenue from domestic sales are recognized when goods are delivered to customers.

In the case of export sales, revenues are recognized when goods are shipped and titles are passed to
the buyers.

Interest income, other income and expenses are recognized on an accrual basis.

Income tax

The income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the tax laws enacted or substantively enacted at
the statement of financial position date.

Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated into Thai Baht at the exchange rates prevailing at the
date of the transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated
into Thai Baht at the exchange rates prevailing at the year-end date. Gains and losses on exchange
are included in the statement of income.

Related parties

Related parties comprise enterprises or individuals that control or are controlled by the Company,
whether directly or indirectly, or which are under common control with the Company. They also included
associated companies and individuals which directly and indirectly own a voting interest in the
Company that gives them significant influence over the Company, key management personnel,

directors, or officers with authority in the planning and directing of the Company’s operations.

Use of accounting estimates

The preparation of financial statements requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, revenues and expenses and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities. Actual results may differ from the judgement, estimates and
assumptions made by management.

Estimated for liabilities, expenses and contingent assets

Provisions for liabilities and expenses in financial statements are recognized when the Company has
a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events with probable outflow of resources
to settle the obligation and where a reliable estimate of the amount can be made. The contingent assets
will be recognized as separate assets only when the realization is virtually certain.

PROVIDENT FUND

The Company has a provident fund for those employees who indicated their willingness to size. The
contributions from employees are deducted from the employee’s monthly salaries, with the Company’s
contribution at 10% with contribution of 3% - 10% from employees. The fund is managed by an authorized
fund manager in accordance with the Provident Fund Act B.E. 2530.

For the year ended 31 March 2024 and 2023, the Company paid the provident fund contributions and
recorded as an expense in the statements of income amount Baht 2.51 million and Baht 2.88 million,

respectively.

LEGAL RESERVE

Under the provisions of the Civil and Commercial Code, the Company is required to set aside as legal
reserve at least 5% of its net earnings at each dividend declaration until the reserve reaches 10% of the
authorized share capital. Such reserve is not available for dividend distribution. However, the Company has
appropriated 10% of the authorized share capital for the legal reserve already.

SIGNIFICANT AGREEMENT

On 1 June 2013, the Company entered into Trademark License & Royalty Agreement with the ultimate parent
company of the group and the related companies, for the latter to grant the Company to commercially exploit
the Trademarks for the sale of tyres as specified in the agreements. In this regard, the Company agreed to
pay royalty fee at the rates specified in the agreements which shall be effective from 1 June 2013 to 31 March
2014 and thereafter it shall be renewed automatically, for further successive periods of 1 year each unless
either party notifies the termination to the other in writing at least 6 months.
